With her business degree Kala has had a long amebiva
career as a receptionist, librarian, computer atd derk.
Inventory specialist, bookkeeper, marketing secyefaur-
chasing agent, finance specialist and adminisgassis-
tant. Kala is most noted for her volunteer workamious

Red Cross, Air Force Family

Services, various civic organiza-

tions, Post Polio network and

breast cancer groups. She

started her volunteer work at

seventeen!

rently she also is serving twice a month at the &law
Women's Community Correctional Center as a Kupuna
Counselor (Hooponopono education series) until S¥pt
this year. Kala is also co-founder of the Kap@ancer
Self-Help Group which meets monthly at IPA.

Kala is a Saint Nicholas original. She had be&nding
services at St. Timothy’s when St. Barnabas mowed t
Makakilo, close to the Holden
homestead. It was there and with
the guidance of Father John Con-
nell that Kala became an
“official” Episcopalian, being
received into the church in 1998.
She became the Bishop’s Warden
and served in that capacity for 4
years. During that time she was
on the committee that searched
for a new priest and Pastor Hollis
Wright answered that call. Kala
has served in many ministries
over the years including Warden,
Bishop’s Committee, Convention
Delegate, Daughters of the King, Usher and gresetdr
many others. She is the coordinator for the Onemal
Chirstmas party in conjunction with the Kapolei Hanan
Civic Club. And if you haven’t noticed Kala hagtmost
beautiful singing voice.
