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SAFEGUARDING GOD’S CHILDREN by Luella Windisch

On February 2Dat St. Timothy in Aiea thirteen members of St.Wilas gathered at 9 AM to attend a three houmTrai
ing Class “Safeguarding God’s Children.” The training is required for all leaders of the ruand especially for
those that interact with children. It is sponsdogdhe Episcopal Church Pension Group with matedalveloped by
Praesidium Religious Service. Carol Connell wastthiner. The focus of the training was to emeasiethods and
strategies to protect our children from sexual ptexcs.

The course consisted of two videos and group discus The first video titled For Parents and Cegationsvas
about real people (not actors) and what really Bapg to them. Two perpetrators talked about hey tfained access
to children. The training gave specific informatiabout warning signs to recognize perpetratorsatiiipes of behav-
ior may be manifest by children that are being aduw/hy it is essential to act when you see thenimgrsigns and
guestions you should ask of the person, their suigmrand the child. Do not hesitate to call thége or Child Protec-
tive Services. The first video and discussion enaith ways to teach your children how to protéerselves from
perpetrators when you (the parent) are not there.

The second session was called For Ministri€se video and discussion centered around whhuech might be targeted
by perpetrators and the best practices to keemonistries safe. The emphasis was more on nowvadipthe abuse to
start as opposed to try and catch someone. \Kedtabout the personnel screening process andtwhgad important;
what interactions are appropriate and not apprtgpfa ministry; that clear standards should beasetknown by eve-
ryone and how to monitor for safe ministries ang/this essential. After what we had seen anddhéavas under-
standable why training is necessary as it providesyone with tools to keep children safe and &vent false allega-
tions. The last subject was how responding quicklyecessary to keep children safe. The longeseabontinues the
harder it is for a child to recover.

“Safeguarding God’s Children”gave the attendees the tools and confidence tomedp a perpetrator. Statistics show
that during their lifetimes one in four girls andeoin eight boys is abused. We are all in the lwidyhrist and have a
duty to protect our children. It is not only tHaldren that are harmed throughout their livesyats also the guilt of the
parents or teacher who in hindsight thought somgthias amiss but didn’'t know how to react. The diwere painful

to watch. As a parent | wish | had taken thisiirag before today. | encourage everyone to talsetthining when it is
offered again, whether you serve in ministry or, egpecially the parents at St. Nicholas.
